Ugandan 
Olympic 
athlete dies 
after being 
severely 
burned 

Ugandan Olympic athlete 
Rebecca Cheptegei has 
died at a Kenyan hospital 
where she was being 
treated after sustaining 
80 per cent burns on her 
body due to an attack by 
her partner. A spokesper-
son at the hospital, Owen 
Menach, confirmed her 
death on Thursday. Chep-
tegei was receiving treat-
ment at the Moi Teaching 
and Referral Hospital in 
Eldoret city. Trans Nzoia 
County Police Com-
mander Jeremiah ole Ko-
siom said Monday that 
Cheptegei's partner, 
Dickson Ndiema, bought 
a jerrican of petrol, 
poured it on her and set 
her ablaze during a dis-
agreement Sunday. 
Ndiema was also burned, 
and was being treated at 
the same hospital.

Chilean 
tennis legend 
Luis Ayala 
dies at age 91 

Luis Ayala, a Chilean ten-
nis great who played in 
two French Open finals, 
has died, the country's 
tennis federation an-
nounced on Wednesday. 
He was 91. "Today the Chi-
lean tennis is losing a 
giant, but his legacy will 
live on every court where 
this beautiful sport is 
played," the federation 
said in a statement. The 
federation did not specify 
the cause of death. Born in 
Santiago, Ayala was an 
icon of the sport in Chile 
as he won 46 singles titles 
in his career. Among his 
greatest achievements, he 
was a finalist at Roland 
Garros in 1958 and 1960, 
when he "became one of 
the greatest players in clay 
of his time," added the 
federation.

this year, which he believes 
further solidifies Asia's solidar-
ity and commitment to advanc-
ing the Olympic cause. 

One of the standout topics of 
Singh's speech was the re-

sounding success of the 
Hangzhou Asian Games. Singh 
described the event as a "re-
markable success", praising the 
high standards and excellent 
execution that marked the 
games.
